Business suit • Dark grey, black or navy 

• The suit should be tailored. 
• Single breasted jacket 
• Plain or subtle checks or pinstripe 
• Trousers should be full length with no ankle 

grazers or slim, hipster or skinny fit. 
• Skirts should be knee length with no tight fit, 

bodycon or fitted pencil styles. 
• The fabric for skirts and trousers should not 

be denim or of an elasticated nature and 
this should match the blazer. 

• Plain leather belt may be worn 
• If a pupil would like to continue to wear their

Shirts / blouses • A white shirt with a stiff collar and top 
button to be worn with a tie.

• No ankle boots

If you are representing the school first team in 
a sport apart from rowing you will be provided 
with team kit.

Rowing: purchase via the DSBC website for 
lycras and base layers. Mr Bryant will provide 
details once you start rowing at school. 
 
Hockey: DS hockey socks, shin pads, Astro 
trainers, School sport skort (girls)/ shorts 
gumshield. 
 
Rugby: DS rugby socks, gumshield, rugby shirt 
& plenty of training kit. You will be advised by 
Mr Bedworth what you need individually.
